WHAT IS THE

2011 PROGRAMMATIC AGREEMENT?

A collaboration between the Department of Defense (DOD), regulatory agencies, and
other interested parties working together to protect and preserve important cultural
and historic sites associated with the military relocation on Guam.

Section 106 of the National

Northern Plateau Archaeology

Most archaeological sites date to Latte Period (800/1000 AD) to
Post-contact (15t-17t century AD)

Changes in our understanding of prehistoric life on the Northern Plateau

permanent basis

» Refuse deposits with items such as common marine food shells and
animal bones, and the types of artifacts found include:
= Lusong (grinding stone)
= Ceramics
= Shell and stone tools (for collecting & processing resources)

Finished tridacna shell adzes

Ancient CHamoru people did not solely depend on coastal resources
= Evidence of relationships between inland plateau and coastal sites
* Finished tridacna adzes may have been manufactured elsewhere and
transported to the area
= Common food shells and fish (found in refuse deposits) would have
been collected from nearshore environments either through self-
harvesting or trade
